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Using the Present Perfect Tense in the Passive Voice
The present perfect in the passive voice is frequently used to talk about changes that have been made at some time in the recent past, especially when it’s not known or not important who made the changes. 

For example, since Diane started teaching at Estrella Mountain Community College, many changes have been made:

Construction workers have expanded Montezuma Hall and the cafeteria.

Construction workers have built Ocotillo Hall.
The administration has started the Nursing and Culinary Arts programs.

The administration has opened a Fitness Center.
The administration has added parking spaces.
Is it really important to say that construction workers and the administration have made these changes?  Probably not, so it would be better to put these sentences in the passive voice instead of the active voice:


Montezuma Hall and the cafeteria have been expanded.


Ocotillo Hall has been built.


The Nursing and Culinary Arts programs have been started.

A Fitness Center has been opened.

Parking spaces have been added.
