Transitive & Intransitive Verbs

What are they?

1.
A transitive verb has a subject and at least one object.  
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Examples: The doctor examined the baby.  (Who did the doctor examine?)



      The doctor checked the baby's temperature.  (What did the 



doctor take?)

2.  
An object is a noun or pronoun.  It isn't an adjective or adverb.
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Examples: The baby was unhappy.    The baby cried loudly.  
An adjective describes a noun.  An adverb gives information (how, when, where, why) about a verb.
3.  
A transitive verb can have a direct object and an indirect object.  
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Examples: The doctor handed the baby to his mother.  
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     The doctor handed the mother her baby.  
4.  
An  intransitive verb doesn't have an object.
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Examples:
The baby became calm.   
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The baby smiled.

The baby laughed loudly.  
5.  Some verbs have both intransitive and transitive forms.
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Examples: The mother smelled the baby's hair. 
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     The baby's hair smelled good.  
**Only transitive verbs can have both active and passive voice forms.**

**Intransitive verbs do not have passive voice forms.**
