Comparing Men and Women

Expressing Opinions and Using Comparatives
Discuss the questions below in groups of three.  Give your opinions to each other.  You will also be asked to tell the class one or two of the opinions discussed in your group.  

When you give your opinion, include a reason that explains why you think that way.  You might need to use a comparative or equative in you answer.  
For example, you might say, “I think women should take care of the children because they are gentler and they are more patient than men”.  Another student might disagree and say, “I don’t think that’s true.  I think men are as gentle and as patient as women.”  

There are no right or wrong answers!  Everyone is entitled to her or his own opinion.

3. Who ought to do the dishes?

4. Who ought to fix things when they are broken?

5. Who should do the yard work?

9. Who should meet with the teacher if the child has a problem at school?

10. Who should organize the finances and manage the money?

11.  Who should earn the most money?

12.  Who ought to buy the clothes for the children?

13.  Who should take care of the older family members (for example, the grandparents when they are sick)?

14.  Who ought to do the grocery shopping?

15.  Who ought to take care of the car?

16.  Who should discipline the children when they are naughty?
